IDENTIFY – Addresses
Site Name: This is the name of the site that may contain one or more APs. This site must match an active cnHeat subscription for a High-Resolution Coverage Map.

Minimum RSSI Level (dBm): Only addresses that have buildings on the property with an RSSI level greater than or equal to this level will be provided.
IDENTIFY OPTION - CHOOSE 1 PER SITE: There are two alternatives for running IDENTIFY.  The user must choose one for each site listed.  Note that a site may support both 5 GHz and 3 GHz and if so, both must be listed.
LOS and NLOS - SM Height Above Building (ft): This is the height above the building that will be used to measure the RSSI level.  Greater heights offer more connections and hence addresses, but at the trade-off of increased difficulty to install for addresses requiring higher SM heights.
[image: ] SM Height Above Building refers to the actual height at which the SM is mounted on a bracket or mast above the tallest terrain feature.  In the image, see that regardless of placement (in the yard, in a tree, or on top of the home) the SM heights are the same.

NLOS - Height Install (ft): This is for sites that support NLOS.  The user enters a single install height (above ground) that will be used for all buildings regardless of the building height.
Addresses Desired: Addresses can be purchased in multiples of 100.  A service provider can choose to buy all the addresses which could be in the thousands or buy some multiple of 100 addresses at the start and continue to buy additional multiples of 100 addresses over time.
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
