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Overview
The German city of Nidda has around 18,000 inhabitants spread across 18 districts. In order 
to improve the quality of life in public spaces, Nidda has decided to set up a comprehensive 
WLAN infrastructure in the city center, thus enabling free access to the Internet. 

The challenge
Nidda applied to the WiFi4EU initiative of the EU 
Commission. The funding program supports cities and 
municipalities in Europe in implementing free internet 
access via hotspots in parks, large squares, public 
buildings and health centers. When creating the concept, 
some requirements had to be taken into account, such as 
monument protection requirements, which only allowed 
minimal interference with the given infrastructure.

In addition, various Internet access points had to be set 
in order to be able to equip several locations with free 
WLAN. There were further requirements for the security 
settings of the network.
